The Tension Watch is a professional drum tool designed to measure a drum
head’s tension and provide a numeric value to your drum’s tension when tuning.
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Examples of the tuning for a standard-sized drum set.
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Please write down values of your drum set tuning for future reference.
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Always keep your Tension Watch in the box to protect it from damage when not in use.
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Always hold the base of the unit (D (Fig.A). Do not hold the dial gauge in order to prevent
damage.
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The dial gauge @ is fixed to the base (D with glue. Please do not attempt to pull or to turn
the dial gauge. This may cause inaccurate tuning.
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For drums with rigid hoops such as a die-cast hoop, the Tension Watch may not show the
value change in relation with the tumns of the tension rod.
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HOW TO USE
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Place the Tension Watch on a perfectly flat surface such as a mirror, then turn the dial so that the needle points to 0
(zero) (as in Fig. A).
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Place your drum on a level surface and tune all tension rods to approximately the same pitch.
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Place the Tension Watch on the drum head carefully (as shown in Fig.B), then read the value on the dial gauge.

The base shouldn't sit on the sound edge of the drum, approximately 10mm away from the hoop.
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Please repeat step (C) and tighten each tension bolt to same value.
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By memorizing the values, you will be able to duplicate the tuning each time.
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
